Apophatism and cataphatism in
protestantism

The author of the paper shows the essential
superiority of the apophatic way of knowing
God over the cataphatic way in Christian the-
ology. Protestantism, which frequently (and
often deservedly) is accused of excessive ratio-
nalism, has actually remained indifferent to
this problem. The present brief research intends
to show that Protestants have even more
grounds (in comparison with Roman Catholics
and Orthodox) to include apophatism in their
common epistemological concept. Having de-
prived themselves intentionally of reliance on
a material beginning in issues of faith, most
followers of the Reformation worship the God
Invisible, who cannot be portrayed. Addition-
ally, the author of the paper puts special em-
phasis on the apophatic approach to the Lord’s
Supper, suggesting that Russian Baptists re-
consider this rite and openly style it as sacra-
ment.

West versus East and the consequences
for Russian Christianity

Vitalij Petrenko

The author considers the historical relation-
ship between East and West on the basis of the
development of understanding of ecclesiastical
authority in the Roman Catholic Church with
its center in Rome, and in the Eastern church
with its center in Constantinople. The main
attention in this paper will be devoted to the
development of the papacy in the West, its con-
flicts with the ecclesiastical and imperial struc-
tures of the East, the relationship between the
two churches and the consequences of this
struggle for Russian Christianity. The author
draws some historical implications from this
analysis for Russian evangelicals in order to
call their attention to their own sense of “be-
longing” in the context of wider, historical
Christianity.

Fresh Skins for New Wine: On the
Structure of the First Russian Baptist
Congregations in South Russia

Johannes Dyck

The article deals with the structure of Russian
Baptist Churches at their beginnings. In the
first part, it analyzes the Pietistic roots of the
personal faith of the first Stundists. Their new
faith was based on the rational perception of
the Scriptures and produced a new kind of
spiritual experience. This experience of faith,
in turn, produced a new fellowship of faith.
However, the common Pietistic pattern of
fellowship needed a basis that usually was
found in existing Protestant churches.
Unfortunately, the Russian Orthodox Church
was not able to recognize the significance of
this new movement, and rejected it. To survive,
the new movement needed a stable church
structure. The second part of the article shows
the way to such a structure and how it
corresponded to the hermeneutics of the first
Russian Baptists. In this way, the church
structure of the Russian Baptists combines
both—new faith with new fellowship in the
form of a church. The significance of Baptist
structures was acknowledged even by secular
experts.

Christians as Citizens of a Persecuting
State: A Theological and Ethical
Reflection in an Historical Perspective

Toivo Pilli

This article explores the Christian experience
in an environment of persecution. Five case
studies throw light on theological and ethical
dilemmas and challenges that persecuted Chris-
tians in different historical periods have had
to face. Early Christians had to learn how to
deal with the transition from a persecuted com-
munity to a privileged group and to find for-
giveness for compromises, as well as extend
mercy to traitors. The case of the Waldenses
raises the issue as to what extent it is possible
to conform to outward pressures without los-
ing one’sreligious identity. Anabaptists devel-
oped a theology of separation from the wider
society, and their story can help present-day
Christians living in hostile environments find
ways to maintain healthy resistance to exter-
nal pressures without, however, becoming a
closed community. Protestants in Tsarist Rus-
sia prompted persecution from the governing
church and state structures because their reli-
gious identity was interpreted as rejecting eth-
nic and national identity. The fifth brief case
study offers some insights into the questions
of Soviet evangelicals: can choosing a “lesser
evil” in relations with an atheistic state lead
to denying one’s identity? Should more atten-
tion be paid by persecuted Christians to main-
taining an atmosphere of trust among their
communities? The article, deriving informa-
tion from the wider church historical panora-
ma, can serve as an introduction to further and
more detailed research on the topic.

Secularization as a Social-Philosophical
Problem

Michael Cherenkov

Secularization is of concern not only to theo-
logians; the crisis has captured the interest of
social and political philosophers. If Western
theologians and advocates of liberal democra-
cy remain optimistic and are attempting to
rethink Christian proclamation and find ade-
quate solutions to the challenges of a godless
world, then Orthodox theologians and repre-
sentatives of conservative thought are more
pessimistic and see the only solution in a re-
turn to the ideals of the past. Democracy is
based on Christian foundations and is doomed
to self-destruction by secularization. Several
consequences of secularization can be predict-
ed. The introduction of secular ideas into so-
cial practice could lead to Christianity’s disso-
lution into religious pluralism and the loss of
its status as the “center” of European culture
and civilization. The realm of religion could be
reduced to the merely social, finding its expres-
sion in civil religion (as in the USA). The op-
position of secularists and fundamentalists
could be accompanied by the escalation of ten-
sion, expressing itself in a “conflict of civili-
zations” on religious grounds. A conservative
revolution as a radical means of halting secu-
larization could lead to new forms of totali-
tarianism, including the establishment of theo-
cratic regimes
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
